Rick Jorgensen, President of the Niagara on the Lake Bed and Breakfast Association said, “Our members wanted to find a way to give back to our community.  Proceeds from Sleep Cheap will be used to provide a scholarship in hospitality and tourism.  We are also partnering with the Niagara Community Foundation who will use the funds to support arts and heritage activities in our community.”
There’s a lot to do in Niagara on the Lake early in April.  Attend a special preview matinee performance of Sunday in the Park with George on April 7th at the Shaw Festival.  Tour one of the many wineries.  The shops are less crowded than on the weekends.  Enjoy a romantic dinner for two at one of the many Old Town or winery restaurants.  Walk or bicycle the Greater Niagara Circle Route Trail along the Niagara River.  Hike along the Bruce Trail from Queenston to St. Davids.
