The following is the eligibility criteria of applicants: 

• Registered charities or municipal or regional government corporations who: 
 Operate day camps in Niagara, or,  
 Serve special needs children in Niagara and have clients requiring financial 

assistance to cover the cost of a caregiver to attend camp in Niagara with their 
client, or, 

 Provide neighbourhood-based structured recreation programs (excluding traveling 
playgrounds operated by municipalities) 

 
AND 
  
 The organization demonstrates a process of determining financial need of clients 
 The programming is open to children of all faiths 

 
A committee, with representation from Osprey Media, the Niagara Community Foundation and the 
community, will review applications from eligible organizations.  
 

The deadline for receipt of applications is 12:00 noon on Friday, April 20th, 2007. 
The results will be available May 4th.
